0 If used to save jobs, must be for individuals
working on Title | allowable activities and be
spent in compliance with all Title |
requirements (A-3).

O Usually violates supplement not supplant.

O May be more flexibility if district is in restructuring

r Example: District might hire an outside contractor to help with school
reform—may NOT hire district staff to carryout district wide functions
outside of Title | schools (B-8).

O May use to serve Title | schools, including those eligible but not

served with regular Title | funds as long as ranking and allocation
rules followed (B-9).
