· meeting professionally accepted standards in reliability and validity

Additionally, the State Board approved the COE with 3 conditions:

· develop a work sample bank for reading, writing, and mathematics that teachers can for building collections (December-April)
· implement an advisory committee of stakeholders and educators to advise OSPI on implementation issues (Meeting in January)
· delay submission date until June 15, 2007 and February 15, 2008

· District personnel should fill out registration forms for recording keeping purposes

Submission and Scoring Process for the COE:

· Due date for submission: June 15, 2007 (arrival date, not mail date)

· All forms completely signed off in student COE

· All work samples included that match Work Sample Documentation Form

· Strongly suggest a local sufficiency review

· State sufficiency review as part of scoring process

· Scoring by Washington state teachers

· Standard setting in late July

· Scores returned in mid-August
